


TERMS & CONDITIONS OF PURCHASE

1.) Upon purchase the terms & conditons set forth here in become a binding contract between the purchaser and MonsterPeacockBass.Com and or its affiliates and sponsors (MPB). Acceptance occurs when a deposit is received by MPB. The purchaser represents by the payment that the itinerary prepared by MPB meets their request and expectations. 
2.) Accommodations & Itinerary - represented by MPB are deemed to be satisfactory to purchaser based on prior mailings or internet mailings and any online advertisements. MPB reserves the right to alter or change the anitcipated accommodations and itinerary with comparable ones should certain situations arise. 
3.) Reservations & Payment - To reserve space on one of our fishing packages there will be a USD $1,500 non-refundable deposit required for each angler. Reservations made within 60 days of departure require full payment.  Payment in full is due no later than 60 days prior to departure or deposit may be forfeited.
4.) Personal Health - Purchaser represents than they are in good enough health to undertake a trip of this  nature and have taken the necessary precautions to insure they have a safe trip and return.
5.) Price of Trip / Package - All quoted prices do not include international airfare and are accurate at the time of booking. All prices are subject to fluctuation until package is paid in full due to currency conversion rates and other determining factors such as taxes that are out of MPB control. Should the group not meet the minimum number of passengers then the trip is not feasible to the operator and is subject to cancellation and or re-scheduling. In such an instance purchaser will be notified in writing. MPB has no obligation to provide purchaser information on the costs associated with establishing a price for the package. Price of package does not include costs associated with VISA, passports, domestic / Intn'l airfare, hotels, liquor, excess baggage expenses, trip insurance, tips to guides & staff, any items of a personal nature.
6.) Cancellation - Once a reservation is placed with our office and a  deposit is received by MPB no monies will be refunded in associaiton with the cost of the trip. If cancellation is made within 90 days of departure then all monies received may be applied to another trip on dates when the purchaser is available to travel. Trip needs to be utilized within 24 months of original booking dates. We highly suggest purchaser to obtain trip insurance through a company like TravelGuard in the event that you need to cancel your trip due to illness, family emergency , changes in itinerary etc.
7.) Refunds - There will be no refunds given for any portion of the fishing trip package or for any changes to the itinerary or accommodations or transportation services utilized. 
8.) Trip Host / Operator - Every one of the trips that is advertised and sold by MPB has a third party trip operator. The operator is responsible for the management of the trips that are sold. It is the limit of MPB liability to organize the trip and schedule it with the third party operator and to make sure all monies for purchaser's trip (s) are received by the operator. 
9.) Changes to Itinerary - MPB reserves the right to make changes or cancellations to the itinerary of purchasers trip / package including but not limited to modes of transportation utilized, changing fishing locations and or substituting hotel accommodations for similar ones.
10.) MPB does not guarantee that the trip package will satisfy all of the purchasers expectations including but not limited to fishing sucess and weather conditions. 
11.) Airfare - Domestic and International airfares are not part of our advertised trip packages unless specifically noted as such. 
12.) MPB and its agents and affiliates and all involved airlines / agancies are acting in the capacity of an agent in regards to all tour operation / transportation. MPB liability is limited to contracts arranged with the airlines and on the ground. Group organizers, operators and participants jointly release MPB from liability and responsibilty whether known or unknown - present or future for any injury or damage to person, property or accident which may be the cause of delays or changes to itinerary or problems with the scheduled package. This is not limited to acts of God and other things we can not control such as equipment malfunction, fires, floods, irregular weather patterns, transportation problems, thefts, sickness or any act of terrorism. Purchaser is responsible for all baggage and carries at own risk. Purchaser is responsible for obtaining all necessary travel documents not limited to passports and VISAS in order to travel to and from the destinations in the itinerary. 
13.) Choice of Law & Venue - Any act of law arising out of the breach of the agreement shall be determined by laws of the state of Amazonas, Brasil in effect at the time of said breach. Any action brought by either party based on any clain arising out of this contract or regarding the tour package which is part of the package will be brought in front of a competent court in Manaus, Amazonas - Brasil. 
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
